Staff training 
A number of staff have recently renewed their Food Hygiene certificate. Others are booked onto a Paediatric First Aid course in 
February. Sarah Rowley is currently attending a six-week S.E.N.C.O. (Special Educational Needs Co-ordinator) course. The 
nursery manager, Nicola Kenyon, as well as Sarah Rowley and Hannah Seale have attended a course on the new ‘Letters & 
Sounds’ programme for Pre-school. 
 
Chinese New Year 
Throughout the nursery the children have been enjoying various activities to celebrate the Chinese New Year. The most popular 
being mask making and dressing up as a dragon. 
 
Painter & decorator 
We would like to welcome Jason Galbraith to the nursery. Jason is a qualified painter and decorator and has been employed 
to work between our three nurseries. He has already refreshed several areas and over the next few months he will decorate 
every room and then maintain them to a high standard. As soon as the weather improves he’ll also paint the exterior of the 
buildings as well. 
 
Letters and Sounds 
Over the last few years our Pre-school unit has used the Oxford Reading Tree and Jolly Phonics systems to help the children 
learn the alphabet and to encourage early language development. A new six-phase teaching programme called ‘Letters and 
Sounds’ has been designed to help teach children how the alphabet works for reading and spelling. It has been piloted in 
schools for the last three years and is now being introduced in nurseries. Phases two to six are designed for schools and phase 
one is designed specifically for pre-school children. It concentrates on developing children’s speaking and listening skills, 
phonological awareness and oral blending and segmenting. We will now focus more on the Letters and Sounds programme 
and less on Jolly Phonics and Oxford Reading Tree.
